Bitmap images are good at reproducing
subtle gradations of color, as in photo-
graphs.  They can show jagged edges
when printed at too large a size or
displayed at too high a magnification.

Vector graphics are good at reproducing
crisp outlines, as in logos or illustrations.
They can be printed or displayed at any
resolution without losing detail.
